Immigrant: people who move to another country after leaving their homeland
Migration: movement of people from one region to another

Steerage: Area in a ship’s lower levels

Tenements: poorly built, overcrowded housing where many immigrants lived

Urbanization: growth of cities
Chinese Exclusion Act: Law prohibiting Chinese people from immigrating to the United States for a period of 10 years; was extended into the early 1900s

Nativism: the policy of protecting the interests of native inhabitants against those of immigrants. 

Nativist: U.S. citizens who opposed immigration

Naturalize: to give rights and privileges of citizenship
Assimilation: the process of conforming to another group or nation’s customs, attitudes, etc
Discrimination: policy or attitude that denies equal rights to certain people 

New immigrants: immigrants who came to the United States during and after the 1880s; most were from southern and eastern Europe

Old immigrants: immigrants who came to the United States before 1880s; most were from northern Europe

Xenophobia - hatred or fear of foreigners or strangers or of their politics or culture
