1. Pilgrims – are a people who make a journey for a religious reason.

2. Quakers – members of a the Society of Friends that believed in the philosophy of equality and that everyone should live in peace and harmony

3. Separatists – an individual in England who called for a total break with the Anglican Church

4. Religious Tolerance – the willingness to accept faiths different from one’s own

5. Mayflower Compact – an agreement signed by the male passengers aboard the Mayflower in which they vowed to respect the laws agreed upon from the general good of the colony.

6. Puritans – a member of an English religious group that believed the Anglican Church should purify itself by abandoning much of its ritual and ceremony

7. Great Migration – the emigration to America by English Puritans during the 1630s

8. Commonwealth – a community in which people work together for the good of the whole

9. Dissenters – a person who challenges the generally accepted views of an established church or society.

10. Squanto – Native American who assisted the Pilgrims

11.  Salem Witch Trials – trials in Salem, Massachusetts, in 1692 led to the death of twenty people after young girls charged people with practicing witchcraft.

12. Massachusetts Bay Company – joint-stock company that funded the Puritan colony.

13. William Penn – founder of the Pennsylvania colony and a member of the Quakers.
