Ten Disciplines of Social Studies

1. Law – All the rules of conduct established and enforced by the authority, legislation or customs of a given community, state or other group.

2. Religion-A belief in a superhuman power or powers to be worshipped and obeyed as the creator and ruler of the universe.

3. History – an account of what has happened

4. Geography – The science dealing with the surface of the earth, its division into continents and countries and the climate, plants, animals, natural resources, people and industries of the various divisions.

5. Psychology – The science that studies the mind and the reasons for the ways that people think and act.

6. Anthropology – The study of man especially of the variety, distribution, characteristics, cultures, etc. of mankind

7. Sociology – The study of human society and of social relations, organization and change specifically the study of belief, values, etc. of groups in society.,

8. Archaeology – The scientific study of life and culture of ancient peoples as by digging up the remains of ancient cities, etc.

9. Economics – The science of dealing with the production, distribution and consumption of wealth and with the various related problems of labor, finance, taxation, etc.

10. Political Science – The science of the processes, principles and structures of governments or political institutions.

11. Philosophy – The study of the basic nature of conduct, thought, knowledge, existence and reality.
